La excepcion a esta regla es la letra w.

Aunque la palabra "blow" (soplar) termina con consonante, vocal,
consonante, no se duplica la ultima letra porque termina con w.

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Singular And Plural

El singular y plural es el numero gramatical de las palabras. El plural es a partir de dos
personas, lugares, animales o cosas y el singular se refiere a una sola persona, animal,

lugar o cosa.

Como formar el plural de las palabras en inglés.

Al igual que en espanol, la manera en la que generalmente se forma el plural de una

palabra es agregandole la letra “s” al final: casa- casas / house-houses.

Sin embargo, en inglés esto no aplica para todas las palabras, es por eso que debes
conocer las reglas para formar el plural.
